Thomas Cook Company is the oldest travel company in the world. As a mater of fact, Thomas
Cook from England opened the age of organized tourism.

It started in 1841 when Thomas Cook arranged the first trip for 570 Englishmen by railway. In
1843 Thomas Cook organized the first group tour by train. This time he provided tourists with meals
and tickets for the races. So it was the first package tour.

Later on Thomas Cook made arrangements for organized visits to the First International Industrial
Exhibition. The Exhibition opened in London in 1851. The tourists came from different parts of
